-#8‌ ‌x‌ ‌1/2"‌ ‌Pan‌ ‌or‌ ‌Truss‌ ‌head‌ ‌screws‌ ‌to‌ ‌screw‌ ‌the‌ ‌barrel‌ ‌rests‌ ‌&‌ ‌standoffs‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌cabinet.‌‌ ‌
